(The Holy Spirit is a Person) 

 

 The Holy Spirit is referred to as he, him, and himself multiple times in the Bible. 

 He has intelligence and he teaches (John 14:26). He bears witness (John 15:26). He 

convicts (John 16:8). He guides and speaks (John 16:13). He testifies (Romans 

8:16). He intercedes for us (Romans 8:26). He searches (1 Corinthians 2:10). He 

has a will (1 Corinthians 12:11). He can be grieved (Isaiah 63:10 and Ephesians 

4:30). His power is distinguished from his person (Rom 15:13). He is not a force.  

 He is a divine person and we can have a relationship with him. We can know 

him. We can pray to him. We can be confident that he cares about us. He is not 

an impersonal force.
